M EM BERSHIP APPLICATIO N  FO RM S 
 
The following steps have been outlined in order to simplify application for membership.  Please complete in 
detail. As this office does not have the resources to do a complete genealogy for applicants, it is your 
responsibility to provide as much information as possible to enable the MIMN Membership Committee to 
process your application. 
 
1. Fill in an Application for Certificate of Metis Citizenship. It is very important that you provide as much 

information as possible or the committee will be unable to determine your eligibility.  It is 
recommended that history as far back as the 1800’s is the best source for historical validation. We need 
to see the direct link from you to the ancestor who is Metis.  Copies of any appropr iate 
documentation would assist the process. 

 
2. Attach a copy of your Birth Certificate long form – this includes information of parentage, and/or 

baptismal papers. 
 
3. Return your completed application to the MIMN office. 
 
4. The membership committee will review your application and determine your eligibility.*  
 
5. You will be notified with the results of the membership committee’s findings. 
 
6. If the appropriate genealogy is confirmed, you will be asked to attend a members’ General Meeting 

(held the last Thursday of every month) at which time your application will be presented to the MIMN 
membership for acceptance. You must be in attendance at that meeting. Parents of children under the 
age of l8 can attend on behalf of the child. 

 
*NOTE:  Please be advised that it can take up to 2 months to verify an application.
